Intern will assist the Embassy’s public diplomacy initiatives, and will be 

involved in developing social media campaigns, communication strategies, 

as well as planning/organizing cultural events. The intern will follow and be 

asked to provide summaries of relevant think-tank discussions on a range 

of political and economic topics. The intern will be asked to contribute 

ideas and support preparations for Latvia’s campaign to be elected to the 

United Nations Security Council in 2025. The intern may also be tasked with 

analyzing and following news reports that concern or are of interest to 

Latvia, and support the Embassy in communicating with local journalists. 

Additionally, the intern will be asked to support diplomats in day-to-day 

work on various political and economic issues. 

  

Timeline: June 7 – October 31 (depending on intern’s availability and security clearance) 

Internship should be 160 consecutive hours during this timeline. 

  

Location: Preferably in-person at the Embassy of Latvia in Washington D.C. with the flexibility to work-

from-home certain days of the week.  The possibility of a fully virtual internship will also be considered. 

  

Language: Latvian would be helpful, but this internship can be offered  fully in English. 

 

MUST HAVE LATVIAN CITIZENSHIP. 

Security Clearance from Latvian authorities will be required. The Embassy will assist selected applicants.

The Welles Declaration was a diplomatic statement issued on July 23, 1940, 

by Sumner Welles, the acting US Secretary of State, condemning the June 1940 

occupation by the Soviet army of the three Baltic countries – Estonia, Latvia, 

and Lithuania – and refusing to diplomatically recognize their
